FUN FACT: Nowadays the body of 
water is called Hawke Bay, while the 
region is called Hawke’s Bay. 

The difference stems from the 
authorities and histories behind 
the official names. The name of the 
original Hawke’s Bay Province was 
gazetted on 1 November 1858, when it 
split from the Wellington Province.

Māori folklore has it that when Māui 
fished up Te Ika-a-Māui (the North 
Island), he is said to have used a 
hook made from the jawbone of his 
grandmother, Muri-ranga-whenua. The 
curve of this bay represents the hook 
or possibly refers to where the hook 
snagged, and is known as Te Matau-a-
Māui (Māui’s fish hook).
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
